
Video Transcript:

I am Jerry Due, 36 years old.  I have been tilling this land for about 14 years now. ... We are 
using this Bt corn the same way we used to do conventionally – just as we plant other seeds.  
Th e only diff erence is how we cultivate it. …

With Bt corn, we are quite sure that after planting and irrigation, we can now just leave it and 
wait for the harvest time. We no longer use pesticides.  Th en we have more time to attend 
to other work, and at times visit our friends in their houses. 

… We have been using it for two years now. … It has been about a 20 to 30 percent increase 
from the previous yield. …

I want my son to take education seriously … And increased yield will make that possible.  
He is just three years old now. … And, by the time he goes to school, he will have enough 
money to stay in the school. …

Another benefi t of biotech corn is that we do not have to burn the residue in our harvest 
anymore.  We just allow the residue to decompose in the fi eld to become fertilizers.  
Our former practice was to burn them. ... With the help of Bt, this will not have the same Bt, this will not have the same Bt
adverse eff ects in our environment.
