I’m Al Skogen, and I’ve been farming here for about 30, 35 years.  Actually living in the 
house that I grew up in. …. 

… there’s a misperception out there about who’s producing the food today.  And our farm 
is very typical of the type of farm that is producing the bulk of the food for the world I 
believe.  It is a family farm.  My son farms.  My brother farms with me. …

…  And you see how the new technologies that are – that have – evolved in just the last few 
years, and then you start to envision what’s into the future. And I think that we’re just going 
to become more and more efficient.  We’re going to be – we’re going to become more and 
more environmentally sensitive ...

And it’s all due to the new technologies.  And that transition is just going to continue to 
take place … 

… there’s two huge benefits that … that roll right into the consumer. … And one of them is 
food safety. And the other one is the environment. …

… And, we’re very careful about what we do in terms of safety – be it crop safety or safety in 
our own – for ourselves. …

Through the advent of genetic modification of plants, which is allowing us to minimize our 
chemical use and so on, we’ve actually improved consumer safety tremendously. … And I‘m 
sure of this. There’s not a case in the world where there’s been any health problems associ-
ated with biotechnology. …

… And … it’s not just a small benefit to the environment through this new technology.  
It’s – it really is huge.  There’s no-till and minimum-till operations have just overtaken the 
landscape.  Things that we just couldn’t do before without these technologies.

… There’s less soil erosion, wind erosion. …
